Classroom Requirements:

1.  Individual Assignments:  

Homework is due the day after it is assigned unless otherwise noted.  Homework is turned in directly to me.  Homework assignments will be posted on the closet door whiteboard.  Students are responsible for checking the board for his or her assignments and due dates.  Students may use blue or black pen or pencil for their assignments.  Assignments turned in late will be penalized as follows:   
· 1 day late =  10% deduction from the earned grade 

· 2 days late = 50% deduction from the earned grade

· 3 days late = 0%

When a student returns from being absent, it is his or her responsibility to check and make up the work from the absence.  The student will be given one day for each day absent to make up the work.  Absent must be written at the top of the page.  For your child’s convenience, homework can be collected by a classmate throughout the day.

2.  Notebook: 


A 3 ring binder with subject dividers (listed on supply list) will be used in this  class.  Students will keep all of their science within this notebook.  It is turned in each quarter for a grade.  

The tabs of subject dividers tabs will need to be labeled as follows:

· Handouts

· Notes

· Homework

· Labs

· Quizzes/Tests

3.  Lab:


Lab work will be done individually, with a partner, or in a group.  This will


depend on the experiment.  A lack of participation will result in a deduction in 
            your lab grade (with each occurrence).   All students must follow lab 

instructions and safety rules.  A missed lab will need to be made up on the 


student’s own time (before or after school, lunch, or any free period).  This 


must be scheduled ahead of time. Absent must be written at the top of the page.

4.  Quizzes:



Quizzes will be given periodically as we review the chapter.  Quizzes will be 

            announced.
5.  Tests:

A test will be given at the end of each chapter.  The chapter test will require students to use several different learning skills:
· recall and recognition of facts
· higher level critical thinking
· problem solving skills
· writing one or more short essays

A review sheet, except for 8th grade, will be given before each test.  Once a test is turned in, a student cannot get it back to change something.

6.  Extra Credit:


Minimal extra credit will be offered.

You cannot fail science (or anything) if 


you give 100% effort.  So, always do your best and you will be on your way to 


success!

Do your work!  Cheating/copying will result in a zero for the assignment or test.  

6.  
Make-up work is your responsibility.  Check with me to see what you missed.
7.  
Place backpacks inside the legs of the table, so students do not trip on them.

Follow directions and listen carefully the first time.  Ask questions if you do not 


understand.

9.  
Cell phones and electronic devices are not allowed at school.  Phones and 

electronic devices that are seen or heard will be taken and kept until the end of 

the week.  At this time, a parent can pick up the phone at a mutually agreed upon 

time.

If your child is in dress code violation, he or she will receive a violation slip.  The 

violation will be listed on the slip, and it will be turned into the office (in the Jr.
